Online etiquette
Netiquette is the term used to refer to recommendations for interacting appropriately online
Be polite, respectful and professional. You are communicating with peers, instructors and possibly future employers
Respect differences in culture, age and levels of experience
Use humour carefully. It can be misinterpreted
And acknowledge other’s ideas and avoid plagiarism
Don’t use slang or offensive language. UQ students and staff are from many different backgrounds and may not understand or approve of words that you use with your friends
Don’t breach copyright. Check the copyright of any images or resources you share
Don’t use sarcasm. Unless you know the person well and have visual or verbal cues to guide you, sarcasm can be tricky to identify
And don’t use all UPPERCASE letters. This is considered to be SHOUTING
